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¥ Features and attractions
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Can Tho is the largest city in the Mekong - Delta
region and is under the direct control of the cen-
tral government (same status as provinces). Can
Tho is well developed and has infrastructure such
as river ports, industrial parks, and an airport. For-
eign tourists frequently visit the Can Tho markets
where Ho Chi Minh’s statue stands, and restau-
rants and temples along the river. A large floating
market is open from early in the morning in Cai
Rang along the Can Tho river and many tours are
organized to visit these markets and waterways in
rural areas surrounded by the jungle.

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Exchange contents
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In order to promote mutual development and a wide
range of exchange between Hyogo Prefecture and the
southern part of Viet Nam, the two regions signed a
“Joint Statement on Mutual Cooperation” in the pres-
ence of the former head of state H.E. Truong Tan Sang
to promote bilateral economic exchange in trade, tour-
ism, human resource development and more.

In addition, the "Can Tho Bridge" was completed in
2010 with ODA from Japan. With its enhanced infra-
structure, this is one of the regions with great expecta-
tions to attract foreign companies in the future.
