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The city of Khabarovsk, called the “Capital of the
Far East,” is an important base in the Russian Far
East with the installation of the Presidential pleni-
potentiary envoy to the Far Eastern Federal District

and the Ministry for the Development of the Rus-
sian Far East. With the majestic Amur River, Russian
Orthodox Churches, and the Siberian railway, the
region has a unique culture. Rare animals and
plants such as the Amur leopard and Amur tiger
live in the Sikhote-Alin mountain range which bor-
ders with the Priomorsky Krai and is also regis-
tered as a World Heritage.
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Exchange contents
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n the wake of the visit of the then Vice Governor of Hyogo
Prefecture to the “First Japan Coastal Trade Fair" held in the
Khabarovsk Krai, the two regions concluded a friendship
agreement on April 18, 1969. Since then, we have repeatedly
conducted exchange, including mutually dispatching dele-
gates and economic exchange delegations. A very special
exchange was conducted when Oriental White Storks, ex-
tinct in Japan, were donated by Khabarovsk Krai. Hyogo pro-
tected and bred them at the Hyogo Park of the Oriental
White Stork. After succeeding in returning them to the wild,
Hyogo donated some Oriental White Storks to Khabarovsk
Krai. In recent years, the two regions are focusing on person-
nel exchange, such as the acceptance of overseas trainees
and youth sports exchanges.
