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Agriculture (coconut farming, etc.) and fishery
are the major industries. There are direct flights

from Japan and Korea, and the tourism is also an
important industry.
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Palau is a country made up of about 200 islands
in Micronesia in the Pacific Ocean, but only a
few of the islands are inhabited.

The climate is mild with an annual average
temperature of 27° C, and it rains much
throughout the year with many squalls.

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¥ Features and attractions
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Palau once was placed under the mandate of
Japan by the League of Nations. Therefore, its
relationship with Japan is strong and many is-
landers are sympathetic to Japan. Several is-
lands are connected with each other by bridg-
es centered on the Koror Island, which has the
largest city. There are many tourism spots fea-
turing unspoiled nature and many Japanese
tourists visit famous spots, such as the World
Heritage site Rock Islands Southern Lagoon
that includes the Seventy Islands. The Milky
Way Lagoon is popular for its lime white
mud used for cosmetics.
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On August 16, 1983, Hyogo Prefecture formed a
friendship agreement with Palau and has devel-
oped human resources exchange ever since, includ-
ing youth exchange, acceptance of overseas tech-
nical trainees, and the dispatch of experts for the
JICA Partnership Program (an environmental coop-
eration program for the Republic of Palau — en-
vironmental conservation for sustainable devel-
opment of the coastal areas) .
