Schleswig-Holstein is famous for wind power
generation and has more than 2,900 facilities, the
most in Germany. In addition, more than 1,000
companies in the field of information and
telecommunications are located here.

Schleswig-Holstein’s attention is also focused on
tourism and 150 cruise ships call at its ports annually.
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Schleswig-Holstein is located at the northernmost

tip of Germany, has a mild oceanic climate and is
between the North Sea and the Baltic Sea.
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Features and attractions
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Schleswig-Holstein is surrounded by the North
Sea and the Baltic Sea and has a wide variety of
scenery. On the North Sea side of the state, the
embankments of the World Heritage site the
Wadden Sea create a distinctive and beautiful
view. Lubeck prospered as the leader of the Han-
seatic League on the Baltic Sea coast. The inland
area features a beautiful landscape consisting of
gentle hills and lakes. These are the popular tour-
ist spots in the state. Schleswig-Holstein is also
famous for its international sailing events. Yacht
fans around the world get together at the world’s
largest sailing event “Kiel Week” held in June
every year in the capital, Kiel.
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On November 18, 1997, the two regions signed a
memorandum of understanding focused on the
economic field, and exchange started to develop
then. Hyogo Prefecture held economic seminars in
Kiel in 2012 and 2017 to promote its attractions and
strength for the development of a cutting-edge
technology base and next-generation industries.

In addition, Kobe University and Kiel University, as
well as the Hyogo Prefectural International High
School and the Humboldt School formed exchange
partnerships with each other, respectively, to pro-
mote exchanges by developing homestay activities
through a student exchange program.
