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More than 50% of the area in Seine-et-Marne is
agricultural land, therefore agriculture is more
important compared to neighboring departments. The
main crops are cereals, edible fat and oil products, and
sugar beet, among others. In addition, many people
are employed in the fields of glass manufacture, food
production, chemistry, printing and newspaper
publishing.
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Seine-et-Marne accounts for the eastern half of
lle-de-France (a region formed around Paris) and
borders with 10 other counties.

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There remain many historical heritages and nature
in Seine-et-Marne, which include the Fontaineb-
leau castle closely connected to the Louis dy-
nasty and Napoleon, the communes Barbizon
and Moret-sur-Loing painted by greats such as
Millet, Corot and other painters, Provins, a town
of medieval fairs and a UNESCO World Cultural
Heritage Site, and the vast Fontainebleau Forest,
in which dynasty aristocrats enjoyed hunting.
