Thank you for coping so well with the difficult situation that COVID-19 has put us
all in and for contributing to the education of the students in Hyogo Prefecture.

In Hyogo Prefecture, we have recently observed a surge in infections, and this has
been seriously affecting our daily lives. Therefore, the government has declared
another state of emergency for Hyogo Prefecture and other Prefectures (Tokyo, Osaka,
and Kyoto) due to the virus outbreak (from April 25 till May 11). This measure is
stricter than the ones the government has previously taken.

We must try to stop the COVID-19 infection surge to protect your life and the
important people around you. If the infection spreads further, we could be forced to
take stricter measures such as school closures. This means that our students would
lose the opportunity to study in school. So, we must take measures to control the
infection the best we can. For that reason, we need your cooperation and ask you to
follow the guidelines below, keeping in mind our desire that “we will not bring

coronavirus to school and will not spread it.”

e Avoid unnecessary and non-urgent visits outside.

eCheck your health condition (body temperature, fatigue, and other symptoms) every
day.

eWash hands regularly.

eWear a mask all the time, everywhere.

e Avoid talking without your mask when eating.

eln classes, wear a mask, keep distance of at least one meter, preferably two meters,
and try to avoid facing face to face communication.

e Avoid dining and drinking in restaurants, such as Izakaya, and participating in house

parties.

If you or your family have any abnormal symptoms such as fever, dullness and other
cold-like symptoms, and smell or taste disorder, be sure to report it to your principal
and vice principal. When you require assistance, please ask your principal, vice

principal, or co-workers without hesitation.
