In 2011, he helped Sado City become one of the first 
sites in Japan to be recognised as a World Agricultural 
Heritage Site. He has also served as Director of the 
Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries Division, General Affairs 
Division, and General Policy Division. He has been in his 
current position since 2020.
